TERMS AND CONDITIONS 
 

1. Organisers 

Verein „NEUE WELLE“ e.V. Philipp-Reis-Str. 6, 57610 Altenkirchen 
2. Any student of a private dance or ballet school can participate. Schools can enter as 

many dances as they wish. 
3. Age is determined by the participant´s age on June 1st of the year of the competition. 
4. Within one category a dancer may perform in more than one dance unless they are 

solo dancers. 
5. A dance may be shorter than the given time limit but if it exceeds the limit, the dance 

will be disqualified. 
6. You can use any music you like. Please upload your song(s) as mp3 file along 

with your online registration here: https://schule-letsdance.de/ 
7. A professional jury will award points out of 100, assessing technical difficulty of the 

dance, precision of performance, synchronicity, musicality, choreography, 
expression, personality as well as individual interpretation of the dancers. Members 
of the jury must not be approached during the competition. 

8. The competition is a public event and video recordings are not permitted. However, 
participants agree to being filmed and this material being used by the organisers. 

9. Venue: Wiedparkhalle Neustadt/Wied, Raiffeisenstr. 9 · 53577 Neustadt /Wied 

Size of stage:e:12 m x 9,0 m. 
 

10. Free entry for all participants and up to two teachers per school who will have to 
wear identification. Visitors aged 6 and above pay 10.- €. No parents are allowed in 
the changing rooms unless appointed by the school as assistants. 



11. Dancers may wear costumes of their choice which should emphasize the character of 
the dance. Exceptional costumes will not improve results, however. 

12. Registration fees 
 

Per participant Solo 20 € / dance 

 Duet, Trio 15 € per dancer/dance 

 Quartet 13 € per dancer/dance 

 Group 10 € per dancer/dance 
 
 
Each dancer will also pay a media fee of 8,-€ (siblings 5,-) which will allow the dance 

school access to all photos and videos taking during the competition via a code. 

Fees must be paid on time and are not refundable. 

13. Insurance of any kind is not included in these fees. 

14. Participants pay for transport and accommodation. Contact us if you need assistance 

finding suitable accommodation. 

15. Only amateurs  may enter. Please specify your category and style as detailed as 

possible to allow proper allocation. If you are unsure, please contact the organiser. 

The following information should help: 

Mini: The dance must suit the age of the child. No classical repertoire, only teacher´s 

own choreography. 

Children: See above 

Ballet: No pointe shoes for children and girls under 12. In all other categories dancing 

on pointe will score higher marks. 

National dance: Dance and music should be typical of a certain country 

Character dance: May be based on ballet but are definitely not national dances 

Jazz dance/ show dance: Should represent this style 

Fusion ballet: Mix of styles with pointe shoes allowed from juniors upwards 

Modern /contemporary: Mix of styles; may contain acrobatic elements, no pointe 

shoes! 

Open: Any dance that doesn´t fit a category and presents a mix of styles 

Lyrical dance: Drama, emotion and passion fuse elements of modern, jazz and ballet 

into an individual and heartfelt performance. 

16. Only beginners may rehearse at the venue by previous arrangements. 

17. Data protection 

In accordance with European regulations, participants agree to the processing of 

their personal data and to the publication of their names and ages in the results lists. 

Participants also agree to publication of videos in any media for which there will be 

no reimbursement. 

Should a participant not wish to be photographed or videoed, they will need to let 

the organisers know before the start of their category. 

18. Participants must carry personal identification / passport.

2023.
